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UNTAET announces
“zero tolerance” policy on

people toting weapons

Following a violent clash in Dili that left five
people hospitalized and had police confiscat-
ing dozens of sticks and clubs, the head of the
United Nations Transitional Administration in
East Timor (UNTAET) declared a policy of "zero
tolerance" for individuals carrying objects that
could be used as weapons.

"We will not tolerate people carrying rocks,
sticks, machetes or any object that could be used
for a violent purpose," Transitional Administrator
Sergio Vieira de Mello said. "They will be
detained and sent before a judge."

Mr. Vieira de Mello's remarks came after an
incident on 30 April in which a gang of around 70
people went to Dili's sports stadium and attacked
spectators watching a martial arts presentation
prior to a soccer match. In addition to the five peo-
ple who were injured and admitted to the hospi-
tal, two motor vehicles, two motorbikes and a
house were also damaged. There were no fatali-
ties.

When the disturbance broke out at around 4
p.m., UNTAET Civilian Police (CivPol) dis-
patched officers to the stadium, where they were
later joined by the Rapid Response Unit and UN
Peacekeeping troops. Calling it a "provisional
allowance," Mr. Vieira de Mello authorized CivPol
to carry sidearms.

After several hours, the forces of law and
order, in cooperation with the National Council of
Timorese Resistance (CNRT), brought the situa-
tion under control and arrested 11 people. Two
more people were detained the next day and
around 60 sticks were confiscated.

In a Radio UNTAET interview following the
incident, Mr. Vieira de Mello asked people not to
over-dramatize the situation, "since this 1s a
group of people determined to sabotage the nor-
malization process. . . and make the economic and
social situation even more difficult."

"But they will not succeed," he stressed.

Training ground for East
Timor’s future civil service opens

he training facilities and administrative offices for East Timor's future civil service were

Inaugurated in a ceremony at its Comoro campus earlier this month.

The Civil Service Campus, as it is known, houses the Civil Service Academy and the
Human Resources Development Centre, both of which are intended to identify and develop
a cadre of well-qualified and well-trained public employees. The Academy will run such
courses as filing and basic administration, computer and interpersonal skills, leadership

and supervision.

English classes for 20 Border Service Officers as well as a security class for about 25
guards began on the day of the Campus's inauguration, 8 May.
The campus is also home to the Public Service Commission and the East Timor

Administration's Central Recruitment office.

UNTAET and CNRT officials who spoke at the opening ceremony stressed that East
Timor's future Administration would be free of favouritism and no longer a haven for clock-

watchers.

"Capacity building must be given a central place in UNTAET's work," said Transitional
Administrator Sergio Vieira de Mello. "I cannot stress enough how we must break the cyn-
ical climate of corruption, cronyism and nepotism, or the '7-0-2'mentality: sign in at 7 a.m.,

produce zero and go home by 2 p.m.

"The East Timorese people must know that in their government, good jobs will not be
bought, nor secured through personal favours," he added.

In a related development, the Public Service Commission has approved the job descrip-
tion for the number two post in each District Administration.

Recruitment for the Deputy District Administrators, who will be the most senior East

Timorese officials in the regions, began 8 May.

ransitional Administrator Sergio Vieira de

Mello laid the cornerstone of a memorial
dedicated to journalists slain in East Timor in
a ceremony to mark World Press Freedom Day,
which is commemorated each 3 May.

As part of the festivities sponsored by the
Journalists Association of Timor Lorosa'e
(JATL), Mr. Vieira de Mello also unveiled a
plaque renaming the main road to Dili's
Central Market "Avenida da Liberdade de
Imprensa" (Freedom of the Press Avenue).

In his remarks, the Transitional
Administrator noted that freedom of the press
was synonymous with democracy. "Freedom of
the press means the right to criticize and the
duty to be responsible in the criticism," he said.
"It is fundamental and essential to transparen-
cy, credibility, good administration and the
creation of true rule of law. This freedom is
even more important in East Timor, which is
leaving a long, dark period of oppression."

The ceremony began with a motorcycle
procession by Timorese journalists down the
main road from Becora to the Market. Mr.

Vieira de Mello and the coordinator of the
JATL, Otelio Ote, then unveiled a plaque des-
ignating the new name of the four kilometer-
long road, the site where two journalists were
killed last year during the time of East Timor's
independence vote.

Following the laying of the foundation
stone for the memorial, Mr. Ote appealed in his
speech to UNTAET, the CNRT and the local
community to ensure Timorese media the abil-
ity to function freely. "No press freedom means
no democracy," he added, echoing the words
inscribed on a large, green banner that flut-
tered between riders in the procession.

According to data from the International
Journalists Federation, 87 journalists and
media staff were killed in 1999, mostly in the
Balkans, Sierra Leone and Colombia. In the
last 24 years in East Timor, one Timorese and
eight foreign journalists have been killed,
including the "Balibo Five" Australian
reporters whose murders in 1975 are still
unsolved.

Assistance to farmers: The United Nations
Food and Agriculture Organization's (FAO)
Relief Operations Department is slated to
begin in July a US$1.2 million project that
will benefit at least 20,000 farmers in East
Timor.

Farmers will be given hand tools, and
there will be a countrywide cattle vaccination
campaign. Thousands of three-week-old
chicks are expected to be distributed to some
20,000 vulnerable families to support poultry
farming and 1,000 water buffaloes will be
imported to replace those killed during last
year's violence or which died of natural caus-
es.

In a related development, the Japanese
Government has begun funding for a seed
multiplication project aimed at producing 50
metric tonnes each of good quality maize and
rice seed to be ready for distribution at the
beginning of the main cropping season.

World Bank grant for health: UNTAET
and the World Bank have agreed to a US$12.7
million grant to resuscitate East Timor's
health system, the first phase of a three-year,
US$37 million project.

The grant will be used to restore access to
basic health services as soon as possible for
people around East Timor and develop a poli-
cy for an appropriate health system for the
country.

District News
Round-up

Aileu: The District's regular food supply has
resumed with the help of the non-governmental
organization World Vision, and after a survey
of the FALINTIL cantonment, which included
dependents of the former guerilla fighters who
were in the UN World Food Programme's
Vulnerable Group Feeding project.

The rations for each person consists of 15
kilograms of rice, beans, salt and oil each
month and will go to 376 families, totalling
over 1,000 people.

Fifteen tonnes of food also arrived to sup-
plement the diet of about 400 FALINTIL mem-
bers, and includes coffee, fruit salad, steak and
onions.

Baucau: Former Timorese journalists and
teachers have started a community newspaper
with funds from the Quick Impact Projects
(QIPs) in an effort to provide the area with
more coverage of local events and put people
back to work

The eight-page Matebian Post, named after
the mountain in East Timor where according to
legend the souls of the dead go to rest, employs
12 staff members and publishes twice a month
a variety of stories on news, opinion and
humour.

Covalima: Eleven people, including one
Peacekeeper from the New Zealand Battalion
and four children, were injured in an explosion

at a garbage dump on the outskirts of Suai.

The explosion happened at 4 p.m. near
the Peacekeeping Force Headquarters on the
road to Zumalai, about 14 kilometers north-
east of Suai. Four people were seriously
injured and were taken to the International
Committee of the Red Cross hospital in Dili.
The other seven had superficial burns and
were transferred from the New Zealand field
surgical hospital to the Suai Hospital. They
are stable and in a good condition.

A preliminary report shows no evidence
of the explosion's cause. UNTAET Civilian
Police are still investigating.

Same: Sports instructors from five schools in
the sub-district held a meeting to create a
committee that would encourage schools to
fix their sports facilities and promote compe-
tition between schools.

Schools were encouraged to submit pro-
posals for cleaning up football and volleyball
grounds and those who did would receive
footballs, volleyballs and nets and basket-
balls donated by Concern Worldwide.

Viqueque: The Loi Huno community held a
ceremony asking for safe drinking water dur-
ing the dry season, the first time in 25 years
that the community has been able to perform
such a rite. Loi Huno is the source of
Viqueque's town water.

Meanwhile, the town's main pipeline has
burst, leaving residents without water for at
least three days while equipment arrives for
repairs.

East Timor, has had to overcome many difficulties in its efforts to keep the
Timorese informed about developments during the transitional period.

Almost all of the transmitters across the country were destroyed last
September. Only in November did broadcasting resume in Dili, reaching
also parts of Aileu, Manatuto, Liquica and Ermera. Some broadcasts start-
ed in April in Maliana and Baucau, but so far these are prerecorded from
Dili, as there is still no way to broadcast directly to these districts. More
transmitters have arrived from the United Nations in Italy and from
Portugal and have been shipped to Suai and Oecussi. Work 1is still being
done to prepare these places for broadcasting, but gradually the radio net-
work is being restored and will cover more of the country.

Many people also lost their radios in September and have no way of
listening to the programmes. The Japanese Government has signed an
agreement to buy more than 8,000 radios that run on solar and wind-up
power. These will be distributed to places in East Timor that can receive
radio broadcasts, therefore allowing more Timorese to hear information
about what i1s happening in their country.

Nevertheless, some of the current programmes include a news service
that runs four times a day, in Tetun and English, and live programmes in
the mornings and evenings, which run interviews and commentary on a
wide range of topics. There are also specialist programmes produced by
groups from outside the radio station. These include a programme on the
media; Makaer Fukun, presented by the Jurists' Association on legal
issues; a women's programme produced by Fokupers; Servisu Hamutuk
presented by LAIFET, the Labour Advocacy Institute for East Timor; and
other programmes focussing on agriculture, health, and students' issues.
The newest programme to start are English classes on the radio, which
have been donated by Radio Australia. Radio UNTAET has also request-
ed programming from Radio Difusa Portuguesa (RDP) that teaches
Portuguese as well, and hopes to begin broadcasting it in the near future.

Mail arrives: Thousands of letters have
arrived at the new Dili Post Office and are
ready to be claimed.

Since 12 May, mail destined for East
Timor that had been held in Australia has
been processed and sorted for delivery.

Mail can be delivered directly to resi-
dences via private bag for a fee. The Post
Office also has 210 private boxes, with key,
available for six-month rentals. A third
option is to set up a private box without a key
for pick up at the counter. Finally, patrons
can opt to pick up mail directly at the count-
er for no charge.

The Post Office has also received a new
shipment of 55,000 stamps.

for Timor Lorosa'e to be included in the
Games. He's even asked the Prime Minister
of Australia, John Howard, to lobby the
Olympic officials on our behalf.

Ameu: Tiu, that would be great, wouldn't it?
Tiu: Easy young man, we still have a long
way to go before we can dispatch a team to
Sydney. Without getting too optimistic, the
signs are encouraging, though. I read in the
papers recently that the Vice-President of the
International Olympic Committee (IOC),
Kevan Gosper of Australia, said the I0C
would support East Timor's bid if the United
Nations issued a statement that said the ter-
ritory was "virturally independent."

Ameu: Hold on Tiu, you're telling us that
there is a National Olympic Committee
already and Senhor Horta is its head? Well,
we're almost as good as in, no?

Tiu: Just a second. Didn't you hear what I
just told you? Sure, we have an NOC and
Senhor Ramos Horta has said that East
Timor's participation "would be a message of
peace, a message of tolerance." Who could
argue with that? He even said that he'd meet
the president of the IOC, Juan Antonio
Samaranch, if invited in order to expedite
East Timor's bid as a fully accredited Olympic
nation.

But before we get carried away with going
to the Olympics, we have to realize that we
probably won't be able to fully participate this
year, if at all. Nevertheless, I agree that it
would be great for national morale. Only in
the future when we've gained independence
will we be able to field a competitive team.
But until then, our participation in this year's
Games have enormous symbolic value. After
all, it would have been less than a year since

the country was totally destroyed.

Antonio: Oh, it would be so wonderful to
have our representatives in Sydney. I won-
der if Victor Ramos, the boxer who went to
the Southeast Asian (SEA) Games in 1993
and the Asian Games in 1994, has heard
about this news.
